Cost of entry is €15 for one, €20 for two, and €25 for all three weapons. Closing date for entry is
Wednesday 17" March. Late entries may be accepted but will incur a €5 surcharge. Entries may
be made payable to NUI Maynooth Fencing Club, payment on the day will be accepted.

There will be a trophy presented for the best novice in each weapon and an all weapon trophy.

There will be one rounds of poules followed by a Direct Elimination. The organiser reserves the
right to make any changes necessary for the efficient running of the Championships.

Fencers must wear correct fencing attire, i.e. FIE jacket, underplastron, breeches and mask (350N
jacket, 350N breeches and 800N plastron will be accepted).
